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WHY MONEY SMART? 

From 1992 to 2000 personal disposable income 

(PDI) rose 47%, but personal spending climbed by 

61%. (U.S. Commerce Dept) 

Limited financial literacy skills of employees cost 

businesses in lost wages, profits, and 

productivity. 
 

In the 16-22 year age category, only 21% say they 

have taken a personal finance course at school.(nefe)

üGoal: measure results of Money Smart 
training in the months following the course 

üUnique because of focus on broad 
audience 
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Money Smart Survey Results 

 

üImmediately after the course:  

¸69% of respondents reported an 
increase in their level of savings,  

¸53% reported their debt decreased, 
and  

¸58% stated they were more likely to 
comparison shop. 
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Money Smart Survey Results (cont.) 

ü6-12 months following the course:  

¸ 13% of participants who already had a 

checking account opened a different type of 

account at the same bank & 22% opened a 

checking account elsewhere, showing the 

ability to comparison shop 

 

¸ 43% of those without a checking account 

opened a checking account 
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Money Smart Survey Results (cont.) 

ü6-12 months following the course:  

¸ 37% of those without a savings account 

opened a savings account 

 

¸ 28% of those with checking accounts and 

22% of those with savings accounts began 

using direct deposit for the first time
